It is now more than 15 years since work began sequencing the 2.85 billion nucleotides of the human genome. The Human Genome Project was completed in 2003 with an estimate of 30,000 genes.  The total number of 30,000 is considered to be extremely lower than the expected number of genes.  Many people believed that because of the diversity and characteristics of evolution the total number of genes in humans would be approximately 80-140,000.
