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What is the best use of land has always been a concern of policy analysts.  With 
renewable energy gaining traction in the United States more and more conflicts are likely 
to arise.  Mountains that contain large coal reserves are also excellent locations to site 
wind turbines.  This presentation will report on a paper analyzing the local economic 
benefits of mountaintop removal mining compared to wind farms on Coal River 
Mountain, West Virginia.
