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The primary objective of this research study is to evaluate the charts of 149 esophageal cancer patients to create a data base including the patients’ relevant information to attempt to find a correlation between variables. After finding numerous scientific journals that stated a cause and effect relationship between Barrett’s Esophagus and adenocarcinoma of the esophagus, other journals that were found stated no correlation between the two. This brought about the question of whether or not this is a connection present in Christiana Hospital’s set of esophagogastrectomy patients. This study will also take into account patients’ past medical history, age, sex, race, weight, smoking status, alcohol consumption, occupation, and other pertaining information to compare instances and outcomes based on their charted information. Reasoning for conducting this experiment includes the possible chance of finding a connection between variables and esophageal cancer, which would benefit society in the future.
