CO-1. Graduates of the program meet the expected student outcomes of the program,

Graduates of our program continue to meet and often exceed our program’s expected student outcomes. We are especially pleased to see the high number of students planning to pursue board certification in a specialty area within their 1st 5 years of practice.
