Consider hosting a cross discipline event - perhaps the biomechanics community with orthopaedic surgeons. We may have to make it valuable for the clinicians to attend, but the outcome may be worth it.
Priority conference in neurorehabilitation

May have different topics for their own priority statement. For those in modeling and simulaiton, for those in experimental reserach, and those in clinical research, what are their priority statements? Then cross discussion on each other's priority statements, suggestions and comments.
Perhaps (just an idea), getting the CJs and LFs at the same table to make priorities, which might reduce the dichotomy between groups - people would have to defend their stance (discourse is good) to make a priority statement, and it could be more developed and complete.
