Directions for Shutting Down the House





1.Turn all thermostats to 48 degrees in following locations:


living room by water heater closet


laundry room above sink


guest room by light switch


master bedroom by light switch


main bathroom by light switch


2.make sure flue in fireplace is closed


3.check that oven/stove is turned off


4.make sure no perishables are in fridge


5.close all windows and sliding doors (including window over dining room table)


6.put grill and tools in sun porch, but leave charcoal fluid on outside steps


7.put garbage in hutch, make sure hutch is shut tight


8.make sure firewood is secured and covered by tarp


9.turn off all lights and stereo (including outside lights)


10.lock wooden doors, and exit through sun porch - don't lock sliding glass doors


11.turn off water heater valve and pump (see directions below) - check with Vivian and David if needed


12.flip pump on/off sign on door to correct position








Directions for Shutting Water Heater and Pump On/Off

1.go to water heater in closet in living room and look for lever closest to you on top of heater.


2.turn valve so that its parallel with pipe to open the water to the heater (on);


turn valve so that its perpendicular with pipe to shut the water to the heater (off).


3.go to small bathroom off of laundry room and open up fuse box.


4.on right hand side (closer to the bottom), there are two fuses next to each other market pump and water heater with masking tape. To turn them ON, flip switches to your left (aligned with all the other switches). To turn them OFF, flip switches to your right (out of alignment with other switches).





BOTH STEPS ARE CRUCIAL!!!


The water heater valve and pump should be ON while there is somebody there and ./ for more than a day.
