I.  Course Goals

This second course of the basic Spanish series at the University of Delaware is designed to expand knowledge of Spanish grammar while increasing general vocabulary and comprehension skills.  Students will be exposed to a variety of class activities which will strengthen their abilities in the following areas: listening comprehension, speaking, reading, writing and cultural appreciation.  The goal of all classes is to engage the students in meaningful, communicative activities.  

Upon completing the course, students should be able to handle basic conversations on familiar topics, write compositions about personal experiences, and read and understand a wide range of authentic material, such as magazine and journal articles.

B.  Expectations:

1.  Class Participation




· completion of homework assignments

Instructor will evaluate students daily, and assign grades approximately once per month using this guide:

-A (90s)
participates actively in class and during small group work; has homework 

completed well; often volunteers and always uses Spanish

-B (80s)
participates actively in class and during small group work; has homework

completed well; sometimes volunteers and uses primarily Spanish

-C (70s)
answers correctly when called upon; homework not always prepared well or

not completed on time; shows little initiative to use Spanish

-D (60s)
not able to answer when called upon; homework prepared poorly or not at all;

shows little interest / ability to use Spanish

-F (50s)
cannot answer when called upon; does not prepare homework nor follow class

2.  Oral Exams 
There are two oral exams (10-12 minutes in duration), done in pairs, which will consist of an interview (Instructor & student) and a role-play (student & student).  Exams will be tape-recorded and speaking skills will then be evaluated using the following scale:

Communication of message / Fluency (25%), Comprehension of message (25%),  Content and vocabulary (20%), Grammatical accuracy (15%), and   Pronunciation (15%). 

3.  Reading Exams
There are two reading exams which will test reading strategies (which are presented in the Poco text), and reading comprehension.  Authentic material (such as magazine / WWW articles) will be used.  Students may use a dictionary when taking the test.

4.  Compositions
There are three compositions testing written expression in Spanish (organization of ideas, content, vocabulary usage, grammatical accuracy and mechanics (spelling and punctuation)).  Students are to view composition writing as a process; therefore, each composition will be written three times.  

The first version will be brought to class, and students will be guided through the peer-editing process.  They will then take the composition home and make revisions. *NOTE: If a student does not have the first draft of the assigned composition on the due date, he/she will receive a grade of 0" for the entire assignment.  
The  second version will be submitted to the Instructor by the due date. (Both versions should be turned in at this point).  The Instructor will then evaluate the composition using the Composition Correction Symbols, and the Composition Grade Scale (which is out of 80 points).  The Instructor will also provide helpful comments on how the students can improve their writing, and return the composition to the student.

The third (final) version will involve the student working on corrections suggested by the Instructor.  It will be due back to the Instructor by the indicated due date (all 3 versions should be turned in).  Instructors will award as many as 20 additional points for improvements on the final draft.  At this point, the final grade for the composition is determined.

5.  WWW Assignment

Students will visit the Spanish 106 home page.  There they will see the assignment, entitled Tarea de investigación.  The student will learn about various aspects of Chile, and the Festival Internacional de la Canción.  They will write an essay (in Spanish) which addresses the four points listed on the home page.  They will send this essay to their Instructor via e-mail (feature is included on the home page).  Instructors will evaluate the essay based on the following categories:  Original Content- 50% (*see point V, Academic Dishonesty),  Grammatical accuracy - 30%, and Creativity - 20%.
6.    Skills Exams
There are three skills exams  which will test the vocabulary, grammatical structures, and cultural information presented in the text and in Lecturas Adicionales.  Before taking each test, students are required to complete the corresponding self-tests of the Poco a Poco Software, print their results, and turn this sheet in to the Instructor.  These self-tests will comprise 10% of each skills exam . 

7.  Final Exam (given during the Final Exam week)

The final exam will be cumulative in terms of grammatical structures.  The vocabulary and culture sections will cover the information presented after Skills Exam #3.

V.  Academic Dishonesty

The University of Delawares policy on academic dishonesty states, in part, that copying, 
or allowing another student to copy, a computer file that contains another students assignment, and submitting it, in part or in its entirety, as ones own constitutes plagiarism.  Working together on an assignment, sharing the computer files and programs involved, and then submitting individual copies of the assignment as ones own individual work also constitutes plagiarism.  The sanctions for such acts range from a written reprimand or a requirement that the student repeat the work, or   to remove the student form the course.  Whatever the sanctions may be, the official policy on academic dishonesty requires that all acts or attempted acts of alleged academic dishonesty be reported to the Dean of Students Office for disposition within the University Undergraduate Student Judicial System.  It is important that all students, for their own protection, be aware of the consequences of such acts.

VI.  Attendance Policy: All 100-level Foreign Language Courses

A.  Absences

Spanish 106 is a 67-hour course in beginner/intermediate Spanish.  Successful completion of the course presupposes 67 class hours of direct contact with the Spanish language, much the same way a laboratory course or a skill-licensing course presupposes a predetermined number of contact or practical hours.  Nevertheless:

· the first 5 class hours absent will be excused (no penalties assessed)

· an absence after the first five, regardless of the reason (illness, accident, religious holiday, etc.), will require proper written documentation to be presented to the Instructor(s) no later than seven days after the absence.

· the final grade will be lowered by 1% for each unexcused absence. 

· there are no make-ups (tests, extensions on composition deadlines, etc.)  for unexcused absences.

B.  Late Arrivals

Penalties for late arrivals are at the discretion of the individual Instructor.

COMPOSITION  GUIDE

*The skill of writing in a Foreign Language is complex; it involves more than just knowing the necessary vocabulary.  It is rather a process - involving the organization of your ideas on a given topic, the feed-back of your classmates and Instructor, and the revision of your original draft.  This guide will help you to understand this process and, eventually, improve your writing skills in Spanish. 

Remember: Language learning involves making mistakes!  By discussing and correcting these mistakes, you and your partner can help each other to improve your grades.

NOTE: TX p. 216 also contains valuable information regarding this writing process

Composition: Draft 1
The first step of the writing process begins at home; it involves you, your text, your syllabus, and your class notes.  Read the topic your Instructor has assigned.  Write an outline of your ideas.  Refer to your materials for support.  Try not to rely too much on a dictionary - this tends to slow the flow of ideas.  Remember also to double space and type your paper. 
Making Accent Marks and other Foreign Symbols
