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The Internet Literacy CD contains the “Show-Me” movies that are part of the Web-based Internet Literacy course.  To use the CD, simply insert it into your CD-ROM drive.  You can watch the movies locally, without being connected to the Internet, or you can view movies from the course syllabus on the Web.





To view the movies locally, without being connected to the Internet, follow these steps:





Get your Web browser running on your computer.


Pull down your Web browser’s File menu and choose Open.


Open the file index.htm from the root directory of the CD.


A menu of all the movies will appear.  The instructions are self-explanatory; just click on the movie you want to watch, and enjoy!





To view the movies from the online syllabus, follow these steps:





Log on to Serf as you normally do.


Scroll down to the System options, choose CD-ROM Setup, and follow the on-screen instructions to configure your CD-ROM drive.  (You only need to do this step once.)


Go to the class in which you want to watch a movie.  You can do this by using the controls in the Syllabus section of the options panel at the bottom of the screen.


Click the movie link you want to watch.





Please realize that this is an early release of the Internet Literacy CD, and the Microsoft Internet Explorer movies are not done yet.  You can watch all of the movies in the course except for the Microsoft Internet Explorer versions of the Web browser movies.  If you click a Microsoft Internet Explorer movie on this CD, you will get a message telling you the movie has not been produced yet.  The final release of the CD will contain all of the movies.





If your Web browser is not set up to view movies, you will need to configure it to watch movies.  Information about this can be found in Chapter 23 of the Internet Literacy textbook, which explains how Web browsers do multimedia.
