The Task:  
Describe crisply and clearly what the end result of the students' activities will be. You can develop your own task or base it on the suggestions from  WebQuest Taskonomy (http://edweb.sdsu.edu/webquest/taskonomy.html)


Evaluation:  

Since the learning you're looking for is at the loftier reaches of Bloom's Taxonomy, you can't readily gauge it with a multiple-choice test or other traditional assessment methods. An evaluation rubric or some other broad-based evaluation tool is useful here.


The Process

The Process enumerates the steps the students should go through to accomplish The Task.  You may choose to include more advice here.  The size of the steps also depends on your target audience.  


 
Resources:  
Use this space to point out places on the Internet (or physical resources in the classroom) that will be available for the students to use to accomplish the task. Embed the hyperlinks within a description of each resource so that your students know in advance what they're clicking on.  Yahooligans is a great resource page. (This is an example sentence with a hyperlink embedded within it.)  Don’t forget to also use off-line resources to manage classroom time.

Introduction:  

Here is where you would write a brief paragraph to introduce the WebQuest to your students. If there is a role or scenario involved (e.g., "You are an oceanographer trying to prevent an ecological disaster.") then here is where you'll set the stage. If there's no motivational intro like that - although kids love them -  use this section to provide a short overview.


Conclusion:  

Put a couple of sentences here that summarize what students will have accomplished or learned by completing this WebQuest. You should consider including some rhetorical questions that encourage students to extend their thinking into other content.  This is also the place to tie this to future plans for the class.
