Learn to make 
small-talk, an essential skill in 
business meetings, or lunch 
and dinner engagements.

American Law and 
Legal English (ALLEI)
Training in the American legal 
system and legal English for 
international legal professionals.
Much of U.S. corporate 
litigation takes place in 
Delaware, and the Delaware 
Bar Association includes 
some of the most highly 
regarded attorneys and 
judges in the United States.
The four week program 
includes 120 hours of 
instructional and professional 
activities, including courses, 
seminars, legal visitations and 
cultural activities.

Test Prep
This course will develop skills 
and strategies in those areas 
critical to success on your 
exam (IELTS, TOEFL, GRE, 
GMAT). Students will practice 
with language samples 
similar to those on the actual 
exam and take practice tests.
